Strength through Scripture:

Strength through Reflection:

Your
children? Your spouse? A colleague? How will you express your love, and

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Strength through Prayer:

Spend a few moments in prayer. Offer up to God any sense of discouragement or
failure, and tell Him that you want to care about what He cares about.

You may want to begin your prayer with these words:
“Thank You, Jesus, for Your faithful love for me. I love You because You first loved

me. I give You my heart and mind, including any discouragement or sense of
failure. Thank You for consistently calling me back to You. As I follow You, my

desire is to care about what You care about—the needs and nurture of other people.

Empower me to love those around me, for Your sake and in Your name.”

Closing Call to Action:

Do you identify with those seasons of discouragement and feelings of
personal failure and how easy it is to say, “I'll just give it up; I'll see Jesus
when I get to heaven”?

You need to remember that at the heart of it all, it is not about our
discouragement or our inevitable failures. The issue really is whether or not
we still love Jesus.

Jesus is going to show up on the beach again and call Peter back, out of his
discouragement, out of his failure, to put him back in a place of usefulness
again. It is my prayer that, as you've listened to this, Jesus is showing up on
the beach of your heart, and you can hear Him calling you back.

There are times when you do feel, “This is not turning out the way I
thought it would.” Of course, life doesn’t always turn out the way we think
it should. That’s just the reality of living in a fallen place among a fallen
race. But in the midst of it all, Jesus is still there. And your love for Him can
resurrect afresh this whole matter of caring about what He cares about.

Are you a parent? What about the needs and nurture of your kids? Sure,
having kids can be really discouraging, and you're going to feel like
you're a failure. Hang in there! Can you love your kids—or a spouse or
colleague—for Jesus’ sake?

Just remember that loving Jesus, ultimately and finally, is caring about what
He cares about—and that is the needs and nurture of people.
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
